SPRINGSTEEN'S EX-LOVER TELLS ALL

BOSS OF THE BEDROOM

EXCLUSIVE ENQUIRER INTERVIEW

Bruce Springsteen is truly The Boss--in the bedroom, his ex-girlfriend

told The ENQUIRER.

In an extraordinarily candid interview, Karon Bihari, who dated the

superstar in the late '70s, revealed that the working-class rock 'n'

roll hero is a gentle and sensitive lover--better than even Warren

Beatty.

And unlike other groupie-festooned rock stars, Bruce knows the meaning

of fidelity and "was a really loyal guy," disclosed Karen.

What's more, she reveals his reputation as a down-to-earth man of the

people is no exaggeration.

Bruce genuinely enjoys and appreciates his fans, and is so tuned into

the hardships of others that he cried when he saw how sickly and

bloated Elvis looked near the end of his life, says his ex-galpal.

"As both a friend and lover, there was no one better than Bruce,"

Karon told The ENQUIRER.

Bihari dated Springsteen when he was a rising star and she worked as a

cabaret singer in New York City.

"I've dated several sexy celebrities--from Don Johnson to Warren

Beatty--but Bruce by far was the best in the bedroom.  He was the boss

literally!" says Karon.

"He was quiet and introspective, a little shy--but there was no one

more romantic.

"We spent nights together with our arms wrapped around each other just

talking.

"When he looked at me with those beautiful dark eyes of his, I felt

like they were boring into my soul.

"And when he whispered in my ears with that husky voice, I just

melted."

Karon met Bruce in late 1976 through a mutual friend in Philadelphia.

She was introduced backstage after a concert--and they hit it off.

"Bruce had just broken up with this really beautiful girl, a tall

blonde, and he could have had his pick of the most gorgeous women,"

she recalled.

"And here I was, this short chick with curly hair talking his ear off.

"But he seemed to like that and was truly interested in what I had to

say."

When the two dined out, Karen discovered Bruce's tastes were anything

but extravagant.

"He always ordered the same things--a burger, hot dog or chicken

Parmesan.

"Bruce didn't like any kind of exotic tastes--I kind of educated him

about food.

"One time I ordered mussels and he commented that they smelled like

the camel cage at the zoo!  I had to have them taken away.

"I discovered Bruce had not even eaten a salad before I met him.

"I ordered him one and as he ate it, he screwed up his face and said

it tasted like cardboard."

Karon reveals the rocker was a prince to fans who greeted him on the

street.

"He was this really sweet, unassuming guy who was always so

approachable.  Kids came up to him and he'd stop and talk to them and

say hello.

"More than once, somebody said, 'Gee, Bruce, I really wanted to see

your show but the tickets were all sold out.'

"And he'd actually arrange tickets for them and follow through."

Bruce's hot new album, "The Rising"--which has risen to the very top

of the charts--has been lauded by critics for its insight and

emotional depth.  But that kind of sensitivity is typical of

Springsteen, Karon told The ENQUIRER.

"One time, after watching a TV program showing Elvis when he was young

and then a fat, bloated Elvis at the end of his life, Bruce had tears

in his eyes.

"He asked me, 'Karon, what happened to Elvis?  Why did he do that to

himself?'

"Bruce was just astounded at what Elvis became and you could see him

really hurting inside."

Karon says Bruce left her with a permanent memento of their love

affair.

"When his 'Darkness on the Edge of Town' album came out, there was a

song about us called 'Candy's Room' and it just took my breath away.

"The lyrics described my little apartment, what we talked about, when

we kissed.

"It was the most romantic thing anyone had ever done for me.

"Bruce wasn't all over the place screwing around with all these

girls--and that's what I liked about him.

"We dated seriously for about eight months, but he was becoming a

superstar and always on tour.  We ended up drifting apart.

"I'd see him backstage at shows for the next couple of years and

always got a warm loving greeting from him.

"I may not have Bruce anymore, but I'll always have those memories."
